We encourage artists that are indigenous, people of colour,
women, 2SLGBTQ+, people with disabilities, and members of other
marginalized communities to apply.

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MURAL LOCATION:

Starting in Spring 2025, a section of the 34 Hanna parking lot will be transformed into
an interim park space until full park construction begins in 2027. Designed for passive
enjoyment, the temporary park will feature seating areas and planters, creating a
welcoming environment for visitors. To add vibrancy and define the space, a large
mural will be painted on the asphalt.

This artistic addition will not only enhance the park’s visual appeal but also celebrate
the community, making the area more inviting while softening the impact of the
existing pavement.
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MURAL THEME:

The mural will transform the asphalt into a vibrant, Instagram-worthy artwork that
infuses the space with energy and warmth, making it a welcoming destination.
Featuring bold colours, dynamic patterns, and playful elements, the design will
capture the spirit of the community while providing an engaging and visually striking
backdrop for visitors.
